PTA resolution and position statements are official documents outlining the opinion, will, or intent 
of the association to address problems, situations, or concerns that affect children and youth and 
require action (local, state, or national) to seek resolution on the issue. They serve an important 
purpose in formalizing and focusing the positions of the organization on various important and 
relevant issues. National PTA has adopted hundreds of position statements and resolutions on a 
wide variety of national education, health, and safety issues since its first convention in 1897. 
Tennessee PTA and National PTA consider resolutions each year at their respective annual 
conventions. A convention resolution is brought forward because of its importance, length, or 
complexity. It is submitted in writing and meets certain criteria. A resolution can be submitted by a 
local, council, district/region, or state PTA, as well as the National PTA Board of Directors. 
 
The following resources will help guide you through the process of deciding if you should submit a 
resolution to the state PTA for a statewide issue or to the National PTA for a national issue, how 
to write one, what criteria you must follow, and where to get help. A National PTA convention 
resolution must: 
· Relate to the educations, health, safety, or welfare of children and youth, or parental    
 education and involvement of parents.�

· Be in harmony with the purposes and the basic policies of National PTA, as stated in the 
 bylaws of every constituent organization of National PTA.�

· Concern a matter that is national in scope, written with a national focus, and requiring 
 nationwide action for solution.�

· Demonstrate with background information that the issue is national in scope.�

· State a position not previously adopted by National PTA. (Copies of current adopted positions 
 are available for reference on the National PTA website or by contacting the National 
 PTA Information Center at info@pta.org.�
· Contain “Whereas” statements and “Resolved” statements that are written in language 
 appropriate for national consideration.�

· Include “Whereas” statements that do not cite the Purposes or Position Statements of 
 National PTA. (These are already established and assumed, though Purposes or 
 Position Statements can be included in the rationale).�

· Provide three background references from different sources for each “Whereas.”�

· Cite a variety of independent sources, which are required as proof.�

· Use references that are bracketed and numbered in the background material, indicating 
 which “Whereas” statement they support.�

· Cite materials that are current (published no more than six years ago).�

· Not use PTA materials as documentation.�

Public relations is implementing a strategy to get the word out about your PTA.  Public relations is crucial to the success of the 
PTA.  If your members don’t know what you are doing, how do you expect non-members to find out and want to join the PTA? 
When you communicate to those who support PTA and to those who are not members, everyone knows what PTA is and how 
it benefits children and their education.  In the digital age of public relations, strategies for your PTA can take advantage of 
many Internet-based tools. 

Here are some suggested ideas for public relations strategies: 

· Contact local education reporters and establish a relationship with them.  Send the reporters a PTA calendar and PTA 
newsletters.  Send them a thank you note each time their media outlet provides coverage.  In the age of E-mail, a 
personal, post office delivered thank you note can garner much attention. 

· Have a World Wide Web presence for your organization such as a web site, blog, social media connection, or E-mail 
address. 

· Plan promotions of your PTA within your community so that every member knows the calendar and when events and 
meetings are scheduled. 

· Provide a personal touch strategy: invite friends, business leaders, or elected officials to a PTA meeting and recognize 
them.  Go one step further and ask your board members to greet members at the door for each PTA meeting. 

· Promote an advocacy strategy with new voters by sending a birthday card to students who turn 18 years old that includes 
a voter registration card and information on how PTA is advocating on legislation that affects children and youth. 

· Promote media participation by writing an editorial or letters to the editor, commenting on PTA-related blogs, calling in to 
radio talk shows, or creating an expert panel for a television talk show. 

Be the voice of the PTA—tell your news because it is your unique news about your children.

When was the last time you reviewed an evacuation plan with your kids? It's one of those things that many of us just 
don't get around to, and the point of designating October as "National Fire Safety Month" is to give us all a good 
reminder. The United States has one of the highest fire death and injury rates in the world. Fire -- in the form of flames 
and smoke -- is the second leading cause of accidental death in the home. Did you know that more people die in fires 
than in hurricanes, earthquakes, floods and all other natural disasters combined? Or that every year, children start 
nearly 100,000 fires?  
 
According to the Consumer Product Safety Commission, more than 4,000 people die each year in home fires. Every 
year, there are more than 500,000 residential fires serious enough to be reported to fire departments. More than 90 
percent of residential fire deaths and injuries result from fires in one and two family houses and apartments. Property 
losses exceed 4 billion dollars annually, and the long term emotional damage to victims and their loved ones is 
incalculable.  
 
October is Fire Safety Month, but the planning and practice that comes with fire safety should be put into place year-
round. Fire safety for kids should be a lesson reinforced by child care providers, teachers, and parents alike as a group 
effort. Are you prepared if there is a fire in your home? Sure, you probably have smoke detectors, but do you check 
them regularly and change the batteries at least twice a year? 
 
Do you have a fire escape plan to make sure that everyone gets out of the house safely? If you do have a home fire 
escape plan, do you practice it at least twice a year? This simple four step plan can help you make sure your family is 
safe from fires...for more information go to http://pediatrics.about.com/cs/parentingadvice/a/fire_safety.htm.

Red Ribbon Week serves as a vehicle for communities and individuals to take a stand for the hopes and dreams of our 
children through a commitment to drug prevention and education and a personal commitment to live drug free lives 
with the ultimate goal being the creation of drug free America.  And, perhaps more importantly, Red Ribbon 
Week commemorates the ultimate sacrifice made by DEA Special Agent Enrique "Kiki" Camarena, who 
died at the hands of drug traffickers in Mexico while fighting the battle against illegal drugs to keep our 
country and children safe.

The Secretary is the most exciting position on any board and serves as an individual aide to the President and the PTA.  
The Secretary is responsible for keeping accurate records of the Board of Managers and the Executive Committee 
meetings.  Remember these records will be the history of the PTA.  

· Your duties are determined by the specific bylaws of your PTA and will include the responsibility for keeping 
accurate records of the association such as the membership list, a file of all committee reports, and copies of all 
minutes and date of approval. 

· Minutes are legal documents—they provide a permanent record of what action was taken at the meeting, not 
necessarily what was said!  As a non-profit corporation, the law requires that minutes be kept of Board of Managers, 
general membership and other meetings. 

· The minutes should be organized to enable the next administration to locate information easily and efficiently.  Label 
your procedure book with tabs for agendas, minutes, treasurer’s reports, handouts, newsletters, etc.  If your 
organization is established at the beginning of a PTA year, then minutes will be in order to the end of the year. 

· As Secretary you need to be the first to arrive at a meeting to have time to distribute motion forms, do a sound check 
of the tape recorder (if one is used), and to make sure you have everything you need at hand to help keep the 
meeting running smoothly (paper clips for reports, red and black pens, post-it notes, notebook for taking notes of the 
meeting). 

The Secretary is essential in conducting the business of the PTA.  If the Secretary is absent from the general, Board of 
Managers, or Executive Committee meeting the presiding officer must appoint someone to take minutes.

Holidays often bring with them glowing candles, extra lighting, and more plugged-in items such as warming 
trays, decorations, and extra paper and materials around the home. With this also comes an increased risk of 
accidental fires in a home or child care setting.  
 
The US Fire Administration, http://www.usfa.dhs.gov/kids/html/, emphasizes that anyone’s home can fall 
victim to a fire, and while eliminating fire hazards is one important sign, it is critical to have an escape plan. 
After all, planning and preparation may save your life or the life of loved ones.  
 
Special attention should be given to ensuring that outlets are not overloaded, candles are out of reach of 
children and are not left burning, and that paper items are not placed in areas that could be ignited. 
There are many things that you can do to improve the safety of your home to protect your family.  
 
* Have at least one operating smoke detector.  
* Have an escape plan with at least two exits.  
* Assign someone to help either the elderly or small children.  
* Assign someone to call 911  
* Choose a meeting place once outside the home.  
* Keep matches and lighters out of reach of children.  
* Have a working fire extinguisher.  
* Keep small children away from cooking area.  
* Assure portable heaters and space heaters are at least 3 feet away from anything that will burn.  
* Never run extension cords under rugs.  
* Unplug any electrical appliance that has a strange smell.
